Perspectives

God, in His infinite wisdom, not only has
provided spiritual gifts to be used to build up
the body of Christ, He has given His church
people zifts (Ephesians 4:12). One of these is
the pastor-teacher who brings a word from the
Lord and, under the guidance of the Holy
Spirit, helps us see accurately and clearly the
sense of that word that we might understand
it and apply it to our lives as “doers of the
word, and not hearers only” (James 1:22).
Fortunate is the church that has an anointed
pastor-teacher who understands his job to
“preach the word” (2 Timothy 2:4) and “teach
and exhort” (1 Timothy 6:2).

Basic questions

When God’s people gather for public
services, there are two basic questions that a
serious hearer must ask. Is there any word from
the Lord? What is the sense of the word? The
first question is that asked long ago by
Zedekiah, the king of Judah. He brought
Jeremiah, the prophet, out of the prison, took
him into a private room and inquired, “Is there
any word from the Lord” (Jeremiah 37:17).
When folks are gathered together and the
preacher begins to preach, we do not need him
to catch us up on the latest news or analyze
the latest philosophy. We need him to deliver
to us a word from the Lord. It is then that the
Holy Spirit brings the word alive in our hearts.

A message from God by a young preacher

Although I was not present when a message
from God was delivered at my own local
church, Sue shared a CD with me and I was
blessed. The subject of the message was
entitled “God’s Ideal Church” and the text was
Ephesians 4:11-16. Tyler Scarlett, our 28-year
old associate pastor, brought the message. It
has been my good fortune to sit under Tyler’s
teaching on Wednesday nights when he
covered Hebrews and Revelaton. Both Sue
and I went away from each session with a clear
word from the Lord.

Timothy was a young preacher. Paul, his
spiritual father, expressed his complete
confidence in his young son in the ministry.
Tyler, also, is a young preacher. Having heard
Tyler numerous times and having observed his
walk during the past four years, I have
complete confidence in him. In the teaching
sessions and sermons that I've attended, Tyler
did not waste one word. Every sentence came
from God’s Word. Often, he uses the Word of
God to explain the Word of God, the very best
kind of teaching/preaching.

Tyler has been on the church staff for eight
years. Since I began serving as pastor at the
age of seventeen, I understand Tyler’s journey.
Looking back to my early years of ministry, I
sometime think that I had more compassion
for the lost and more enthusiasm for the work
of the Lord than in other period in my ministry.
God opened doors in many churches and
blessed His Word with many souls saved.

The message

Prior to reading Ephesians 4:11-16, Tyler
asked the congregation to engage their ears
and minds since this is a very straight forward
text that brings with it serious implications for
the corporate church, but also on an individual
level. He noted that individuals must change
if the church is to change.

The church in America is suffering from an
identify crisis. When we look across the
landscape, we find churches of all shapes and
sizes going different directions. Some are
going in no direction with no concern as to
what the church ought to be and do.




Some churches have decided to move on new
paths related to ethics, morality, and doctrine.
Paul warned that there would come a time
when folks would stray from truth and deviate
from plain teaching of Holy Scripture (2
Timothy 2). In place of the truth, they adopted
a form of Christianity devoid of any Biblical
belief. This is happening in many churches
today which have substituted tolerance for
truth. Couched in terms of Christian love,
many have taken away what the Bible calls
sin. This is dangerous and outrageous.

There is a difference in methodology as to
how to go about doing ministry. The question
that pervades their thinking is how to reach
the world in a culturally relevant way. Some
churches/denominations have deluded their
effectiveness by becoming like the world.
Consequently, they are no longer salt and light.
They look a lot like darkness.

Is this the way to reach the world? Is it our
responsibility to give the world what they want
or is it our responsibility to give them what
they need? Paul addressed this matter in 1
Corinthians 1:21-25: “For since, in the
wisdom of God, the world through wisdom did
not know God, it pleased God through the
foolishness of the message preached to save
those who believe. For Jews request a sign,
and Greeks seek after wisdom; but we preach
Christ crucified, to the Jews, a stumbling block
and to the Gentiles’ foolishness, but to those
who are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ
the power of God and the wisdom of God.
Because the foolishness of God is wiser than
men, and the weakness of God is stronger than
men.”

We must never exchange God’s agenda for
the church to man’s agenda. There is danger
with the present shift from God-centered to
man-centered, a philosophy of ministry that
says do whatever it takes to get people into
church.

We have a mandate to emphasize CHURCH
HEALTH, rather than CHURCH GROWTH.
Where do we find the answers? Where do we
learn what direction to take? What is the
IDEAL CHURCH? What is God’s intention
for His church? The answer is found in a

beautiful snapshot in Ephesians 4:11-16, our
text today.

It is as though Paul is answering three
questions: (1) who is the leadership? (v11);
(2) what is the responsibility of leaders? (v12);
and (3) when do you know that the work is
done? (v13).

Who is the leadership? There are prophets
who gave us the Old Testament. Then there
are apostles who gave us the New Testament.
Evangelists are really missionaries who carry
the gospel to those in need and to those who
do not have the gospel. Evangelists put
together what the prophets and apostles have
said and preach it. Once folks are saved, there
are pastor-teachers who baptize and teach them
to observe all things (Matthew 28:18-20) so
they can live out what God has commanded.

What is the responsibility of leaders?
Leaders are to equip the saints to do the work
of service to the end that the body of Christ is
built up and edified. As the church comes
together on the first day of the week, the
primary purpose is not evangelism, but
edification—to build up the body so that
believers will be encouraged and equipped to
20 out, win the lost, and serve others.

When do they know the work is finished?
Work is to continue “until” goals are reached
to reflect five characteristics Paul cites for the
ideal church.

1, Corporate unity. “Until” we all attain the
unity of the faith and the knowledge of the
Son of God. There must be “unity,” which
means one. The early church was characterized
by one mind and one accord. Jesus prayed for
believers to be in unity. This is the church
growth principle that He gave—"so the world
may believe You sent Me” (John 17:3).Unity
is the greatest evangelistic tool. We have a goal
that we are to be unified.

2. Spiritual maturity. “For though by this
time you ought to be teachers, you need
someone to teach you again the first principles
of the oracles of God; and you have come to
need milk and not solid food. For everyone
who partakes only of milk is unskilled in the
word of righteousness, for he is a babe. But
solid food belongs to those who are of full age,




that is, those who by reason of use have their
senses exercised to discern both good and evil”
(Hebrews 5:12-14). Leaders are to continue
this work until everyone reaches a high level
of spiritual maturity.
3. Doctrinal purity. Doctrine is the life-
blood or the church. We need to understand
our faith, what we believe and why. This is
the basis from which we live a Christian life.
Without an understanding of the omniscience,
omnipresence and omnipotence of God, we
are not going to be persons of prayer. Having
this understanding that God is much bigger
than we, we are motivated to pray. We are to
preserve, not take away or add to the Word
of God, and to pass it on.
4. Mutual charity. We are to speak the
truth in love. On the one hand, we are to
maintain pure doctrine. But knowledge puffs
up. Our responsibility is to care for “one
another.” There are fifty “one another”
passages in the New Testament. We are to
love another and must not give up until this is
implemented in the church. Dr. Henry made
a profound statement when he conducted a
prayer seminar in our church. He said that
until we take care of those whom God has
given us that we are not really ready to pray
for more people.
5. Individual activity. Paul noted that the
church is “held together by what every joint
supplies.” As each one performs his job, the
body performs as Christ intended. This is
Paul’s message in 1 Corinthians 12. For the
body to be healthy, each part must do its job.
It is time for each one to examine his own
life. Am I contributing to the goals for my
church? Do I show love to my brothers and
sisters? Do I know what I believe and why I
believe it? Am [ fulfilling my responsibilities
in the body? To reach God'’s intention requires
everyone’s efforts.

One vital need for each of us is to pray for
our pastor-teachers.Sadly, most pastors are not
well prayed for and are mostly on their own.
We need to change that immediately.

In my book, Intercession: Prayer as Work,
Study Twelve (pages 81-87) deals with praying
for the pastor in very practical terms. I have
suggestions in several dimensions: Prayer for
the pastor’s Bible study; Pray for the pastor’s
prayer life; Dependence on God; Spirit-filled
living; Spiritual warfare; Self-control;
Priorities; Health; His ministry; Preach the
Word; Win souls. I conclude the study with
the following summary:

“No matter how much you provide for your
pastor (salary, benefits, housing), there must
be prayer support above all. No matter how
much you encourage him with your words and
works, his effectiveness will be a reflection of
the prayer support that he has from his people.
It is only through earnest, strategic prayer that
you can ever really help him to be an effective
pastor-teacher. Every pastor-teacher needs
prayer for his personal needs, for spiritual
wisdom and power, for his family, and for his
ministry. The sovereign God has ordained
prayer as the tool to get His work done. God
works only in concert with the praying of His
people. Your pastor deserves daily prayer
support! Pastors need prayer, too! Will you
determine to give it?

It is amazing how hearts are knit together
(Colossians 2:2) when there is mutual praying-
-pastor praying for his people and the people
praying for their pastor! Let’s do it!”

Eye-Openers

John Hagee, a nationally known pastor from
San Antonio, Texas, told a gathering at the
Thomas Road Baptist Church, Lynchburg,
Virginia, on Sunday night, September 3, that
America must win the war against terrorists
who embrace radical Islam. The following
comments are excerpted from an article from
the Lynchburg newpaper, The Daily Advance
(Monday, September 4).

“Right now America is at a crossroads,” said
Hagee, “The Third World War has begun.” He
noted that America’s current enemy has no fear
of death and is motivated by a desire for world
domination at any cost. “America is at war
with radical Islam and Jihad has come to
America. If we lose the war to Islamic fascism,
it will change the world as we know it.”

Hagee said the battle lines are not always
clear. “People say “When is the army coming?’
The army is not coming. It's here. They are
waiting to respond as terrorist cells against this
nation. It is a war between the culture of death
and the culture of life, liberty and the pursuit
of happiness. It is a war that we must win,
period.”

Hagee, who has a television ministry that
originates from Cornerstone Church, said there
is no way to appease this adversary. Radical
sects, which include about 200 million
Islamics, believe they have a command from
God to kill Christians and Jews. “Our crisis is
that half of America doesn’t know that the war
has started. This is a religious war.” He said
that it is a battle brought on by deep seeded
cultural differences.

“They hate us because we are free,” Hagee
said. “They hate us because it is their religious
duty to hate us. They are trained from the breast
of their mother to hate us. Radical Islam is a
doctrine of death. It is their desire, their hope,
their ambition, and their highest honor to die
in a war against infidels. And you are ‘infidels’
and there is nothing you can do to
accommodate them. That’s what makes them
so dangerous.”

Hagee said the recent plot in England to
blow up airliners shows how motivated radical

Islamics are to kill those they consider
“infidels.” Recent news reports said two of the
24 suspects were going to use their children’s
baby bottles to hold explosive liquids.

“They were going to use the child’s baby
bottle as a liquid bomb to destroy themselves,
their children and everyone on the plane,” he
said. “It was going to be mass murder on a
scale of monumental proportions. It was an
act of war. They are ruthless, single-minded,
and totally committed.”

Hagee said the United States, England,
France, and other free nations are all targets
for Islamic extremists. “They have not moved
to France to become French,” he said. “They
came to France to get France to submit to
Islam.”

Hagee said the “serpent’s head” of radical
[slam is Iran, which has been gleaning support
from both Russia and China. Russia is all over
the Middle East in an antagonistic position
against the United States. Our president and
our government need to wake up and smell
the coffee. Mr. (Vladamir) Putin is not for us,
he’s against us.”

Hagee pointed out that Iran’s nuclear
ambitions present a significant danger to the
world. He said Iran was behind the recent war
between Hezbollah and Israel. “They gave
Syria 14,000 missiles and $100 million. Those
missiles were given to Hezbollah. Iran started
the war to shift world focus away from its
nuclear program. What's happening in Iraq is
nothing more than Iran’s long arm reaching
out and sticking a finger in the eye of the
United States of America. If freedom wins in
Iraq, radical Islam is finished. I'm proud of
our troops in Irag.”

Hagee continued, “We as a nation are at war
with a determined enemy. It is time for
America to realize that we must win this war
at all costs.” He said that Iran has the resources
and the desire to purchase nuclear weapons.
“Iran is swimming in oil money that came from
your gas tank,” he concluded.

The light of the world
By Herschel H. Hobbs

“Ye are the light of the world” (Matthew
5:14).

Jesus is the light of the world (John 8:12).
Christians should reflect His light in a world
of darkness. The world should see Jesus in us.

In ancient Palestine, towns usually were
located on high places. Their light could be
seen at night from great distances, forming
guides to those who traveled dark paths.
Christians should guide lost people to Jesus.

Jesus said lamps were not lighted to be
hidden but to be seen. Secret discipleship, even
if real, is not effective. If you are lighted, you
should shine. Open to question is whether or
not you are lighted if you do not shine.

Like salt, light does not call attention to
itself. Silently it shines. It does not drive
darkness from a room by force. It shines, and
the darkness flees. Someone said it is better to
light one candle than to curse the darkness.

Jesus said, “Let your light so shine before
men, that they may see your good works, and
glorify your Father which is in heaven”
(Matthew 5:16). “Shine” is an imperative—
a command. But the statement in the Greek
begins with “so,” making it emphatic. It refers
back to a city set on a hill and a lamp on a
lampstand (vv 14b-15). We are to shine before
men, not in a hermit’s cave or in an ivory
tower.

Our good works are to be seen by other
people, but not as a means of glorifying
ourselves. They should lead people to glorify
God. The word for “good” is more than ethical
quality. It also carries the idea of beauty and
winsomeness. Good works done for self-glory
are repulsive to others. Only in unselfish
display do they appear attractive and beautiful.

Christians are to shine in unselfish beauty
so people will recognize that it comes from a
Source greater than themselves. It is thus that
they bring glory to God.

Jesus and Prayer

“He who says he abides in Him ought himself
also to walk just as He walked” (1 John 2:6).

If we would in any serious manner seek to
walk as He walked, we must consciously seek
to emulate Jesus’ actions. He is our exemplar
in every aspect of life. Since He made prayer
top priority, we must do the same. To prioritize
is to order according to importance. If a person
has ten things to do on a given day and makes
a “To-do list,” the first item would be the most
important thing and the last item would be the
least important. For Jesus, prayer was top
priority. He ordered His life around prayer.
Both His teachings and His example confirm
the importance of prayer in His life.

Twenty-one times, Jesus taught about
prayer—how to pray and how not to pray.
Twenty-one times, we can observe Him
praying. We can learn from both His teachings
and His praying. Both the practices and
teachings of the Lord Jesus Christ on the
subject of prayer are worthy of careful study.
He is the Master Teacher on any subject and
has much to say about prayer.

Since the goal of Christian living is to be
Christlike (1 John 2:6), a Christian must give
prayer a large place in his life. Actually, no
believer can be said to be approaching
Christlikeness in his living who does not give
prayer a large part in his life. A study of a
few of the incidents of prayer in the life of
Jesus recorded in the Gospels will help us
understand the role of prayer in our own lives.

1. At His baptism (Luke 3:21). It was while
waiting in prayer that Jesus received the
anointing of the Holy Spirit. Isaiah 42:1; 61:1;
Acts 10:38; Matthew 12:28. This was a
pivotal point in His life as He stepped out of
the obscurity of His Nazareth home into the
limelight of His Messianic ministry that would
be characterized by words and works of power.
So, He prayed. Lesson: Prayer produces
power. See Acts 4:23-33, especially v 31.
